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3. EXPLANATORY NOTE

The discipline "Culturology, ethics, aesthetics, culture of speech and academic integrity” is a
component of the general training of bachelors in the specialty "Software engineering”. The problematic
field of cultural studies, ethics, aesthetics, speech culture and academic integrity is outlined by the need to
understand culture as a specifically human phenomenon and value system, to be aware of the differences
between different cultures, to study the process of cultural interaction, to understand the role of culture in
the modern global and technocratic world, in the development of society, techniques and technologies,
clarifying the place of ethics and aesthetics in the spiritual culture of humanity, understanding the
significance of the formation of speech culture, observing the norms of academic integrity.

The purpose of the course is to form students in-depth understanding of the content and subject of
cultural studies, ethics, aesthetics, the culture of speech and academic integrity, to clarify the role of the
individual in culture, to study the peculiarities of national culture, to outline the role of ethics and
aesthetics in the spiritual culture of humanity, to master the norms of professional communication and
academic integrity.

Culturology, ethics, aesthetics, cultural studies and academic integrity appear as integrative
knowledge about the main theories and concepts of cultural development, the interaction of culture and
civilization, the relationship between culture and nature, culture and society, the place of science, religion
and art in the system of culture, moral, cultural, scientific values and achievements of society,
peculiarities of Ukrainian culture, the place of ethics and aesthetics in the spiritual culture of humanity,
the specifics of oral and public speech, business communication and professional communication,
principles and norms of academic integrity.

The subject of the discipline: culture as a whole system, the genesis of culture, patterns of world
and national cultural processes, ethics and aesthetics as components of culture, speech culture, academic
integrity.

The task of the discipline is to form students' knowledge of the essence of culture, ethics,
aesthetics, speech culture and academic integrity, to characterize the forms and types of cultures and
civilizations, to study the content and peculiarities of Ukrainian culture, to reveal the meaning of ethics
and aesthetics as philosophical disciplines, to clarify the place of speech culture in the system of modern
cultural studies, to substantiate the principles and norms of academic integrity. To ensure the acquisition
of competences and the achievement of learning outcomes in accordance with the Higher Education
Standard and the educational and professional program for training bachelors in the "Software
Engineering" specialty.

After studying the discipline "Culturology, ethics, aesthetics, culture of speech and academic
integrity”, the student must achieve the following learning outcomes (a set of knowledge, abilities, skills,
competences):

6. TEACHING METHODS

The process of studying cultural studies, ethics, aesthetics, speech culture and academic
integrity is carried out on the basis of the use of both traditional (explanatory and illustrative,
practical) and modern innovative (development of critical thinking, modular and developmental)
teaching methods. Lectures are conducted in the traditional way - as teaching material by a lecturer
in the classroom, and practical classes - through discourse and business games, organizing a
dialogue with students, conducting test controls using IT technologies, conducting workshops,
presentations. The purpose of education is the formation of the intellectual culture of students, the
ability of business communication and professional communication, the formation of a clear
worldview position of a young person in the modern world with awareness of the values of a civil
(free democratic) society and the need for its sustainable development, the rule of law, the rights
and freedoms of a person and a citizen in Ukraine .

The teaching methods used in teaching the discipline contribute to the development of soft
skills in students: part of the practical tasks are carried out in the form of role-playing games, which
contributes to the development of the ability to communicate and organize teamwork on joint tasks,
and the changing conditions of tasks and the composition of groups contribute to the development
of adaptability skills, flexibility, communicativeness and prompt establishment of interpersonal
relations in different teams; interactive communication on problematic issues during lectures, public
speeches during practical classes and the defense of abstract work with the justification of the
decisions made regarding the choice of methods for solving tasks in dialogue with the teacher and
the group contribute to the formation and improvement of public speaking skills, empathic
listening, defending one's own point of view, self-analysis and self-criticism; limited time for
practical and test tasks, clearly defined and provided in the syllabus deadlines for passing control
points and working off debts contribute to the development of punctuality, the ability to self-
organize and manage time (time management).

When studying a discipline, learning results obtained in non-formal education can be
credited. Recognition of learning results obtained in non-formal education is implemented in
accordance with the current legislation and is regulated by the Regulation on the procedure for re-
enrollment of learning results and determination of academic difference at KhNU
https://www.khnu.km.ua/root/files/01/10/03/ 006.pdf.

7. FORMS AND METHODS OF EVALUATING LEARNING OUTCOMES

Current control is carried out during lecture and seminar classes, as well as on the days of control
activities established by the work plan of the discipline.

At the same time, the following methods of current control are used:

- oral survey at seminar classes, practical test (business games, presentations);

- test control of knowledge of theoretical material and be able to apply them.

Semester control is conducted in the form of credit.

When deriving the final semester grade, the results of the current control are taken into account
(credit by rating is formed automatically based on the results of the current control).

Each type of work in the discipline is evaluated on a four-point scale. The semester final
grade is defined as a weighted average of all types of academic work completed and passed
positively, taking into account the weighting factor. The weighting factors change depending on the
structure of the discipline and the importance of its individual types of work. A student who scored
a positive weighted average score for the current work and did not pass the final test (credit) is
considered to have failed.

When assessing students' knowledge, various means of control are used, in particular: an



oral survey at semester classes; assimilation of theoretical material from topics is checked by test
control; control is carried out in accordance with the work program of the discipline and the work
curriculum.,

For seminar classes, the teacher sets the mandatory minimum grades that the student must
receive during the semester in order to complete the discipline program.

When evaluating students' knowledge, the teacher is guided by the following criteria.

The grade "excellent” is given to a student for a deep and complete mastery of the content of
the educational material, in which he can easily navigate, conceptual apparatus, for the ability to
connect theory with practice, solve practical tasks, formulate and justify his judgments, choose
constructive solutions. An excellent assessment requires a competent, logical presentation of the
answer (both orally and in writing.

The grade "good" is given to the student for complete assimilation of the educational
material, mastery of the conceptual apparatus, orientation in the studied material, conscious use of
knowledge to solve practical tasks, competent presentation of the answer . At the same time, it is
taken into account that there could be some inaccuracies (errors), unclear wording, etc. in the
content and form of the answer. The student's answer should be based on independent thinking.

"satisfactory" grade is awarded to a student who has demonstrated knowledge of the main
curriculum material to the extent necessary for further study and practical work in the profession,
and has completed the practical tasks provided for in the program. As a rule, the student's answer is
built on the level of reproductive thinking, the student has little knowledge of the structure of the
course, makes mistakes in the answer, etc.

The grade "unsatisfactory™ is assigned when the student has scattered, unsystematic
knowledge, does not know how to distinguish the main and secondary, makes mistakes in the
definition of concepts, distorts their meaning, presents the material chaotically and uncertainly,
cannot use knowledge when solving specific tasks.

Based on the results of the current control and the final control event, a final semester grade
is issued. Based on the analysis of knowledge control, the teacher improves the course of lectures,
paying special attention to those sections or topics, during the study of which there were the most
inaccurate answers, which in turn indicates methodological and other shortcomings in the coverage
of the specified topics or sections.

The thematic test for each student consists of twenty test tasks, each of which is evaluated by
one point. The maximum number of points a student can score is 20.

Evaluation is carried out on a four-point scale.

Correspondence of the scored points for the test task to the grade assigned to the student is
presented in the table below.

20 minutes are allotted for testing. The student records the correct answers in the answer
sheet. After 20 minutes, students hand in the task with answer sheets to the teacher. The teacher
announces the test results at the next lesson. The student can also take the test online in the
MOODLE modular environment.

If the student received a negative grade, he must resubmit it in accordance with the
established procedure, but necessarily before the next control period. In the event that the student
did not complete the individual discipline plan within the scheduled time without valid reasons,
during the processing of the debt, if the answer is positive, he is given a grade of "satisfactory".

The final semester grade according to the national scale and the ECTS scale is set in an
automated mode after entering all grades into the electronic journal. Correlation of the domestic
evaluation scale and the ECTS evaluation scale given in the table.

Credit is given if the weighted average score received by the student in the discipline is
between 3.00 and 5.00 points. At the same time, according to the institutional scale, “credited™ is given ,
and according to the ECTS scale, the letter designation of the grade corresponding to the number of
points scored by the student.
